	The Apprenticeship/Foundation Modern Apprenticeship is open to any person  who can demonstrate that they have the aptitude and potential to achieve the relevant NVQ in a technical discipline and the required Key Skills. The programme shall allow equal access to all applicants.

	Minimum Periods of Training:

	Although the period of training can vary with individual learners, the minimum timescale for the Apprenticeship/Foundation Modern Apprenticeship to complete the mandatory outcomes will be between 12 and 24 months respectively. Individual circumstances (such as significant prior learning) make the relevant minimum length of stay inappropriate.

	How long does the apprenticeship take to complete?

	The average length of stay for 16-24 year old apprentices on the Apprenticeship/Foundation Modern Apprenticeship programme is 12 to 24 months. This will depend on achievement of the required objectives.

For those apprentices 25 years and above completion will be dependent on previous knowledge and experience which could reduce the length of stay.
