2. Displayed outstanding leadership in driving forward an innovative skills project.  (e.g. this could be either individually leading a community or schools project or leading a company team).

3. Provided leadership in a voluntary capacity to make a difference in the development & promotion of skills (e.g. this could be an initiative such as a community or schools project or chair of a national skills group).

4. Applied individual effort to provide or integrate a skills project into the community (e.g. integrate an educational programme into a school, mentor a group of STEM Ambassadors, etc).

5. Led successfully a project to integrate a national scheme into their own area (site or company).

6. Provided inspiration to an individual or group to increase their skill levels (e.g. an inspirational apprenticeship or graduate scheme manger with proven ability to increase the skills of the group beyond that expected).

(Please note that nominations are not required to satisfy all of the criteria but they will be used as indicators by the judging panel.)
