The Chemical Using Industries of the North West are well aware of the issue of skills shortages, although evidence would suggest a high proportion do not believe it to be a reality. At the National Skills Conference held in York in July Richard Carter, Director - Chemicals Unit of the Dept of Business Enterprise and Regulatory Reform informed the audience that 70% of the 2020 workforce is already working and challenged industrialists to look at the demographics of their companies to see if 70% of their workforce would still be with them in that year. Graham Henderson, the Vice Chancellor of Teeside University, informed the same audience that the volume of 18 year olds entering the system will “nose drive” over the next 10 years.
